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Next week, on Thursday, 11 April 2013, parents are invited to attend the
first of two parent-teacher meetings for the year. This is scheduled for
4:00pm to 7:00pm.

Where parents have children in both the Middle School and Senior
School, care needs to be taken in making manual appointments so that
travel time between the two can be built in. This is because it is not pos-
sible to house all teachers in one location and Middle School staff will
be based in their communities and Senior School in the Senior School
building. It is suggested that 5 minutes is used as a planning tool.

It is hoped that many par-
ents will be able to attend and make good use of the time, however,
please stick to the appointment times.
